Most 
likely prior to the library being open. There will be dust 
and noise control. 

There are 24 offices, not all full upon opening; they are 
looking to build a stronger business team in the future. 
Lots of parking, six-foot concrete wall designed to look 
like wood surrounding their project and sidewalks. The 
most important of questions that we asked was “how 
many warehouse workers will you have?” The answer is 
one! One person working in the warehouse...that says a 
lot to me about how busy and demanding the site will be 
as a warehouse. I’m not worried now and we ended the 
meeting really feeling like they will be good neighbors!!
