EMERGENCY Response:   
Covenant House PA continues to serve homeless youth 
during this time of crisis; however, we are feeling the 
strains of isolation and additional expense.   
 
We need your help:  

1.  Provide vitally needed cleaning supplies:  cleansers containing disinfectant 
or bleach, wipes. “Tithe” a roll of toilet paper from your pack!  

2. Help us restock our non-perishable food supply for our outreach to kids on 
the street and for those in isolation in our buildings:  chicken noodles soup, 
chicken rice soup, vegetable beef soup, canned corn, canned mixed 
vegetables, canned new potatoes, baked beans, fruit cups.  

3. Make a monetary donation to help us purchase meals from outside 
vendors twice a week (to relieve our cook and allow him to rest).  $10, $50, 
$100, or whatever you can -- write checks to “Covenant House PA,” noting 
“meal fund.” 

4. Send a note or card of encouragement to one of our youth or staff 
members to cheer them on. Address it to:  “Cov Guest” or “Cov Staff” and 
mail to the address below.  See address below. 

5. Pray:  for our staff--especially for good health and safety for them and their 
families as they serve the youth, for patience and creativity in this time of 
isolation; for our young people – that they will remain healthy, that they 
will find peace and hope in a time of hardship.
