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CCMIis moving forward with our plans to expand our Little Cayman
facilities, which moves us toward our goal of doubling our capacity
for research and education. We will build a new 11,000 sq. ft. facility
dedicated to research and education, which will allow us to run
education courses and research programmes simultaneously,
reaching more students and marine scientists than ever before.

With a goal of raising USD $3.9 million for Phase 1 of the build (over
5,000 sq. ft), we are already more than halfway there, having
secured approximately USD $1.9 million.

Last year, our special fund-a-need component of
Festival of Seas raised more than US $30,000 for the
Coral Fund.

We still need to raise ~US $1 million to fully fund the
construction (anticipated start in early 2026) and kitting
out of the facility.
