Scripture for the Sermon: Genesis 1 (The Message) 

1-2 First this: God created the Heavens and Earth—all you see, all you don’t see. Earth was a soup of 
nothingness, a bottomless emptiness, an inky blackness. God’s Spirit brooded like a bird above the 
watery abyss. 

3-5 God spoke: “Light!” 
        And light appeared. 
    God saw that light was good 
        and separated light from dark. 
    God named the light Day, 
        he named the dark Night. 
    It was evening, it was morning— 
    Day One. 



6-8 God spoke: “Sky! In the middle of the waters; 
        separate water from water!” 
    God made sky. 
    He separated the water under sky 
        from the water above sky. 
    And there it was: 
        he named sky the Heavens; 
    It was evening, it was morning— 
    Day Two. 

9-10 God spoke: “Separate! 
        Water-beneath-Heaven, gather into one place; 
    Land, appear!” 
        And there it was. 
    God named the land Earth. 
        He named the pooled water Ocean. 
    God saw that it was good. 

11-13 God spoke: “Earth, green up! Grow all varieties 
        of seed-bearing plants, 
    Every sort of fruit-bearing tree.”

    Earth produced green seed-bearing plants, 
        all varieties, 
    And fruit-bearing trees of all sorts. 
        God saw that it was good.

16-19 God made two big lights, the larger

    God created the huge whales, 
        all the swarm of life in the waters, 
    And every kind and species of flying birds.

    It was evening, it was morning— 
    Day Five. 

24-25 God spoke: “Earth, generate life! Every sort and kind: 
        cattle and reptiles and wild animals—all kinds.” 
    And there it was: 
        wild animals of every kind, 
    Cattle of all kinds, every sort of reptile and bug. 
        God saw that it was good. 

26-28 God spoke: “Let us make human beings in our image, make them 
        reflecting our nature 
    So they can be responsible for the fish in the sea, 
        the birds in the air, the cattle, 
    And, yes, Earth itself, 
        and every animal that moves on the face of Earth.” 
    God created human beings; 
        he created them godlike, 
    Reflecting God’s nature. 
        He created them male and female. 
    God blessed them: 
        “Prosper! Reproduce! Fill Earth! Take charge! 
    Be responsible for fish in the sea and birds in the air, 
        for every living thing that moves on the face of Earth.” 

29-30 Then God said, “I’ve given you 
        every sort of seed-bearing plant on Earth 
    And every kind of fruit-bearing tree, 
        given them to you for food. 
    To all animals and all birds, 
        everything that moves and breathes, 
    I give whatever grows out of the ground for food.” 
        And there it was.

Instructions Related to In-Person Worship: 
 
  
In John 13:34-35 Jesus says: “A new command I give you: Love one another. As I have loved you, so you must 
love one another. By this everyone will know that you are my disciples, if you love one another.” 
  
In this short and familiar passage, Jesus calls us to love others, the way he has loved us. Love shows up many 
different ways. Perhaps the best way is putting others before ourselves. It is with this in mind, we have 
established the following safety protocols: 
  

• Masks are to be worn for the entirety of the time gathered with the church 
• Attendance has been limited for each service 
• Registration is necessary before and once you’ve arrived, to help with contact tracing (in case that 

becomes needed at any point) 
• Practicing social distancing (sitting six feet apart, asking families to remain together) 
• Hand sanitizers are available, and we will be cleaning in between services 
• No physical contact with others (sorry, no handshaking or hugging) 
• Lastly, we hope you haven’t chosen to worship in-person if you know that you have been exposed to 

Covid-19 or if you have any symptoms of illness. 
  
These protocols help slow down and even stop the spread of the virus. In a public setting like this, these 
protocols are a way for us to protect one another. For all of us, this is a sacrifice.  But sacrificial love looks like 
Christ, and it blesses others. Thank you for joining us in loving one another this way.
