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What the Study Found 

The researchers found large discrepancies between the 

food safety precautions farmers market vendors claimed 

they were taking and what the researchers actually 

observed them doing. 

For example, though more than a third of vendors 

claimed to use disposable gloves, researchers found that 

less than a quarter had them at their stands. And among 

those who did use gloves, about half used them 

improperly by not changing them when they were 

supposed to—for example, after handling raw meat or 

money. “The vendors appeared to believe that they were 

taking appropriate measures, not realizing that they were 

wearing or using gloves incorrectly,” says study author 

Catherine Cutter, professor of food science at Penn State 

University College of Agricultural Sciences.
