
 
The Empty Bowls Dinner is the Franklin Food Pantry’s signature fundraising event to raise 

awareness about hunger and help feed those in need in our community. The annual event 

is held in partnership with the Franklin High School Empty Bowls Club. A caring community 

comes together to share in a simple meal of soup and bread while learning about the true 

level of hunger in our own backyard. Nearly 1,000 individuals count on the Pantry regularly 

for food assistance. 

 
 
 
 

 

 

The 3rd Annual Empty Bowls Dinner will be held on May 1, 2018. Dinner guests enjoy a 

simple meal while participating in activities to support the Pantry and learn about the 

impact of hunger. Each guest selects a hand-painted ceramic bowl to take home as a 

reminder that “somewhere, someone’s bowl is empty.” Participants can bid on beautiful 

ceramic pieces through a Silent Auction. Guests can make a donation via the Giving Wall to 

help buy groceries for Pantry clients. The 2017 dinner sold
