Diversity: St. Matthew prides itself on being one of the most diverse private school  
in the area.  Our population is 69% White, 16% African American, 7% Hispanic and  
8% other nationalities.

and is supervised by St. Matthew teachers and staff. The cost for 

after school Extended Care is $5 per hour.
