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Café Justo: Toward a Successful 2026 
Addressing the 2025 Challenges 
December Update 

 

AS CAFÉ JUSTO LOOKS FORWARD TO 2026, As Café Justo looks forward to 2026, they 
recognize that the year ahead will be shaped by the challenges and lessons of 2025. The past 
year has been marked by significant hurdles—chief among them are supply shortages, cash 
flow difficulties spurred by rising costs, the 12% decrease in value of dollar (currency in which 
majority of Café Justo’s income comes)  in comparison with the peso (currency in which the 
majority of Café Justo’s expenses are paid) and a landscape of uncertainty around 
import/export requirements and tariffs. 
 
The leadership of Café Justo reached out to Frontera de Cristo (FDC) seeking support in several 
areas, to position itself to avoid the challenges faced in 2025 that caused inconsistent coffee 
delivery to the churches, farmers market vendors, organizations, and individuals who have 
been faithful partners of Café Justo in creating relationships across borders and addressing 
root causes of migration. (2026 price in article).

REFLECTION:   
 
About fifteen years ago, a volunteer wanted to help us envision a plan for the CDCA’s 
future. He interviewed most of the adult community members. When he came to Mike, 
Mike responded with “I don't want us to become an institution just working to 
maintain ourselves.” 
 
Predominantly The White Church* has historically become an institution maintaining 
itself… and so has Israel. What do we see happening now? Israel is committing 
genocide to keep itself safe and in power. To hold onto power. The One God - I believe 
- is heartbroken. 
 
The White Church is dying in many cultures because it got so wrapped up in 
maintaining itself and not being a beacon for love and justice; many church goers see 
no reason to give up their days off. Many feel like they are volunteers instead of living 
a life-style that is radical. 
 
OR The White Church is appealing to those who feel disenfranchised with a message of 
nationalism that truly oppresses those who are the poor, the stranger, the hungry, and 
the imprisoned. Making the lowliest feel helpless and alone. Torturing the ones Jesus 
identified with the most. 
 
Closing the clinic was hard. I would have loved to see it become a hospital, a 
permanent family clinic, a center for outreach… BUT we were spending more and 
more time raising funds and seeing fewer and fewer people. Institutionalizing 
something also makes it harder and harder to shift gears to something that is more 
needed. 
 
It is time to shift, pivot, and go a new way. Hard as it may be.
