9 Mary, Queen of Peace This feast commemorates the Blessed Virgin Mary, who is often 
represented holding a dove and an olive branch, symbols of 

peace. The memorial feast celebration has two dates: July 9 and 
January 24. While January 24 is the feast day in Hawaii and in 
some churches of the United States, the rest of the world uses 
July 9, the date when the original statue of Our Lady of Peace 
was crowned by the Archbishop of Paris in the name of Pope 

Saint Pius X. 
 

The story of celebration begins in the early 1500s in France, 
when a statue of Our Lady of Peace was presented as a wedding 
gift to a young bride. This statue was known as Virgin of Joyeuse 

and it became the family heirloom. Later, the statue was given 
to the Capuchin community, which erected a large chapel for 

those who sought Mary’s intercession. 
The original wooden statue of Blessed Virgin Mary is kept at the 
Congregation of the Sacred Hearts of Jesus and Mary in France. 

A larger bronze replica is hoisted above the altar at the 
Cathedral of Our Lady of Peace. And the last, the third one, 

replica stands outside the cathedral.

16 Our Lady of Mount Carmel The Carmelites have celebrated their patronal feast on this day 
since the 14th century. The Order of Carmel dates to the 12th 

century, when a group of Western hermits settled on Mount 
Carmel, overlooking the plain of Galilee, in imitation of the 

prophet Elijah. They grouped themselves around a small chapel 
dedicated to Our Lady. The Order of Carmel, as we know it, was 

formed in the 13th century. 
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 We must allow the precious seed which God casts into our hearts to develop good roots. 
It must not fall on hearts of stone, but on hearts that are tender with the love of God. 
Nor must we allow it to lie on an unprotected path… 
rather let us guard it with Christian vigilance and humility… 
The seed, having fallen into a heart that is pure and well-prepared, will yield a hundredfold.
