In their recent statement, “A Moment of Truth: Faith in a Time of Genocide,”
Palestinian Christians have renewed their urgent call for solidarity and action in the
wider Christian community:

We live now in a time of genocide, ethnic cleansing and forced
displacement unfolding before the eyes of the world. This moment
demands from us a new stand, one unlike any before it. It is both a
decisive moment and a moment of truth. Today, we renew our stand for
truth and our commitment to fundamental religious, theological and moral
principles. We look at our reality and take a renewed stand, responding to
the voice of the Holy Spirit deep within us, listening to the call of faith in
this time of genocide. We renew our message of faith, hope, and love —
o@ering a faith-inspired vision for the time after genocide (The Kairos
Palestine Initiative, 2025).

As we recruit for this 2026 delegation, we’re especially mindful of the connections
between Palestinian e[orts to dismantle Zionism and racism in their context and our
eforts to dismantle white supremacy and Christian nationalism in the U.S. We believe
this delegation is timely and critical for both communities, as we move forward united



and courageous and inspired by the faith we share. Indeed, “this moment demands
from us a new stand, one unlike any before it.” What will this mean for us? What will it
mean for the United Church? How will we take that “new stand” together?
