The 2021 Season of Creation 
Celebrant  The Season of Creation, September 1 through October 4, is celebrated 

by Christians around the world as a time for renewing, repairing and 
restoring our relationship to God, one another, and all of creation. The 
Episcopal Church joins this international effort for prayer and action for climate 
justice and an end to environmental racism and ecological destruction.  

 

This year’s theme is “A Home for All? Renewing the Oikos of God”. The 
Psalmist proclaims “the Earth is the Lord’s and all that is in it.” There are 
two statements of faith at the heart of this song. The first is that every 
creature belongs to the Earth community. The second is that the entire 
community belongs to the Creator. A Greek word for this Earth community 
is oikos. Oikos is the root of the word oikoumene, or ecumenical, which 
describes our ‘common home’. Our common home, the Earth belongs to 
God, and each beloved creature belongs to this common oikos.  
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St Francis of Assisi 
Celebrant  On October 4th, the Church celebrates the life and witness of Francis 

of Assisi, founder of the Franciscan and Clarissine Orders, advocate for 
the poor, and friend of the animals. Born in the late 12th century, 
Francis was the son of a wealthy merchant and his high-born wife. 
Despite living a life of general comfort and ease, he found himself 
called toward a life in pursuit of poverty. After a series of humbling 
interactions with the poor, Francis devoted himself to the care of the 
sick and poor, giving up his business interests and material 
possessions (much to his father’s chagrin). It could not have been 
easy, but Francis’ faith demanded that he trade in his fine clothes for 
sackcloth and financial security for scarcity. In the words of the prayer 
attributed to the saint, he found that “it is in giving that we receive.” We 
may perhaps remember St Francis best for his devotion to nature and 
animals. He believed that the Creator is praised through all creatures 
and, indeed, creation itself.  It is in this spirit that many Episcopal 
churches offer blessings of pets and other animals each year to 
commemorate Francis’s feast day. If you have a pet, I invite you to 
have them nearby for the blessing we’ll do in a few moments. 

 

Celebrant Let us give thanks to God our Creator for all the gifts so freely 
bestowed upon us. 

People  For the beauty and wonder of your creation, in earth and sky and 
sea: we thank you. 

Celebrant  For the richness of the mountains, plains and rivers: we thank you. 
People For all that is gracious in the lives of people: we thank you. 
Celebrant  For all creatures that breathe, and move, and have life: we thank you. 
People For the songs of birds and the loveliness of flowers and trees: we 

thank you. 
Celebrant  For the trust you have shown in giving into our care these, our pets: we 

thank you. 
People That pets everywhere may be treasured with care: we thank you. 
Celebrant  That we may love and honor all your works, O God: we thank you. 
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People That we may continue to grow in our grateful enjoyment of your 
abundant creation: To the honor and glory of your name, now and 
forever. AMEN! 

 

Blessing of Animals 
Celebrant  At this time, I invite you to hold your pet if you are able, or you can 

simply think of your pet or other animals. 
 

To all of our pets and other animals, near and far: May you be blessed 
in the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. May 
you and your human companions enjoy life together and find joy with 
the God who created you.

First Lesson 
Reader  A reading of Job chapter 1, verse 1 and chapter 2, verse 1 through 10. 
 

There was once a man in the land of Uz whose name was Job. That 
man was blameless and upright, one who feared God and turned 
away from evil. 
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One day the heavenly beings came to present themselves before the 
Lord, and Satan also came among them to present himself before the 
Lord. The Lord said to Satan, “Where have you come from?” Satan 
answered the Lord, “From going to and fro on the earth, and from 
walking up and down on it.” The Lord said to Satan, “Have you 
considered my servant Job? There is no one like him on the earth, a 
blameless and upright man who fears God and turns away from evil. 
He still persists in his integrity, although you incited me against him, to 
destroy him for no reason.” Then Satan answered the Lord, “Skin for 
skin! All that people have they will give to save their lives. But stretch 
out your hand now and touch his bone and his flesh, and he will curse 
you to your face.” The Lord said to Satan, “Very well, he is in your 
power; only spare his life.” So Satan went out from the presence of the 
Lord, and inflicted loathsome sores on Job from the sole of his foot to 
the crown of his head. Job took a potsherd with which to scrape 
himself, and sat among the ashes. Then his wife said to him, “Do you 
still persist in your integrity? Curse God, and die.” But he said to her, 
“You speak as any foolish woman would speak. Shall we receive the 
good at the hand of God, and not receive the bad?” In all this Job did 
not sin with his lips. 

 

Reader   Hear what the Spirit is saying to God’s people. 
People Thanks be to God. 
 
Unison Reading  
Reader  Let us read in unison Psalm 26. 
 

All Give judgment for me, O Lord, for I have lived with integrity; I have 
trusted in the Lord and have not faltered. Test me, O Lord, and try 
me; examine my heart and my mind. For your love is before my 
eyes; I have walked faithfully with you. I have not sat with the 
worthless, nor do I consort with the deceitful. I have hated the 
company of evildoers; I will not sit down with the wicked. I will 
wash my hands in innocence, O Lord, that I may go in procession 
round your altar, singing aloud a song of thanksgiving and 
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recounting all your wonderful deeds. Lord, I love the house in which 
you dwell and the place where your glory abides. Do not sweep me 
away with sinners, nor my life with those who thirst for blood, 
Whose hands are full of evil plots, and their right hand full of bribes. 
As for me, I will live with integrity; redeem me, O Lord, and have pity 
on me. My foot stands on level ground; in the full assembly I will 
bless the Lord. 

 

New Testament 
Reader  A reading of Hebrews chapter 1, verses 1 through 4 and chapter 2, 

verses 5 through 12.  
 

Long ago God spoke to our ancestors in many and various ways by 
the prophets, but in these last days he has spoken to us by a Son, 
whom he appointed heir of all things, through whom he also created 
the worlds. He is the reflection of God’s glory and the exact imprint of 
God’s very being, and he sustains all things by his powerful word. 
When he had made purification for sins, he sat down at the right hand 
of the Majesty on high, having become as much superior to angels as 
the name he has inherited is more excellent than theirs. 

 

Now God did not subject the coming world, about which we are 
speaking, to angels. But someone has testified somewhere, “What are 
human beings that you are mindful of them, or mortals, that you care 
for them? You have made them for a little while lower than the angels; 
you have crowned them with glory and honor, subjecting all things 
under their feet.” Now in subjecting all things to them, God left nothing 
outside their control. As it is, we do not yet see everything in subjection 
to them, but we do see Jesus, who for a little while was made lower 
than the angels, now crowned with glory and honor because of the 
suffering of death, so that by the grace of God he might taste death for 
everyone. It was fitting that God, for whom and through whom all 
things exist, in bringing many children to glory, should make the 
pioneer of their salvation perfect through sufferings. For the one who 
sanctifies and those who are sanctified all have one Father. For this 
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reason Jesus is not ashamed to call them brothers and sisters, saying, 
“I will proclaim your name to my brothers and sisters, in the midst of 
the congregation I will praise you.” 

 

Reader   Hear what the Spirit is saying to God’s people.

Gospel              Mark 10. 2-16 
Celebrant The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Mark. 
People Glory to you, Lord Christ. 
Celebrant Some Pharisees came, and to test Jesus they asked, “Is it lawful for a 

man to divorce his wife?” He answered them, “What did Moses 
command you?” They said, “Moses allowed a man to write a certificate 
of dismissal and to divorce her.” But Jesus said to them, “Because of your 
hardness of heart he wrote this commandment for you. But from the 
beginning of creation, ‘God made them male and female.’ ‘For this 
reason a man shall leave his father and mother and be joined to his wife, 
and the two shall become one flesh.’ So they are no longer two, but one 
flesh. Therefore what God has joined together, let no one separate.” Then 
in the house the disciples asked him again about this matter. He said to 
them, “Whoever divorces his wife and marries another commits adultery 
against her; and if she divorces her husband and marries another, she 
commits adultery.” People were bringing little children to him in order 
that he might touch them; and the disciples spoke sternly to them. But 
when Jesus saw this, he was indignant and said to them, “Let the little 
children come to me; do not stop them; for it is to such as these that the 
kingdom of God belongs. Truly I tell you, whoever does not receive the 
kingdom of God as a little child will never enter it.” And he took them up 
in his arms, laid his hands on them, and blessed them.

Sermon  
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Nicene Creed 
Celebrant Let us join in the words of the Nicene Creed. 
 

All We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven 
and earth, of all that is, seen and unseen. We believe in one Lord, 
Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, eternally begotten of the Father, 
God from God, Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten, 
not made, of one Being with the Father; through him all things were 
made. For us and for our salvation he came down from heaven, 
was incarnate of the Holy Spirit and the Virgin Mary and became 
truly human. For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate; he 
suffered death and was buried. On the third day he rose again in 
accordance with the Scriptures; he ascended into heaven and is 
seated at the right hand of the Father. He will come again in glory 
to judge the living and the dead, and his kingdom will have no end. 
We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who 
proceeds from the Father, who with the Father and the Son is 
worshiped and glorified, who has spoken through the prophets. We 
believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church. We acknowledge 
one baptism for the forgiveness of sins. We look for the resurrection 
of the dead, and the life of the world to come. AMEN!

Embolden us 
to GO among those who are weary, burdened, sick, or imprisoned, that 
we might live like you, crossing the boundaries that divide rich from 
poor, sick from well, and sinner from saint. 

All Jesus, guide us in your Way of Love. 
 

Reader   Lamb of God, in your death you destroyed death and taught us the 
way to eternal life. Compel us to daily die to self and REST in your 
grace. May all who have died rest in peace and rise in glory. 

All Jesus, guide us in your Way of Love. 
 

Reader   We lift up the special needs and concerns of this congregation. 

All Jesus, guide us in your Way of Love. 
 

Reader   Lord Jesus Christ, who gave your life for the life of all, we commit our lives 
to following you. Continually guide us in your way and draw us in to live as 
your Beloved Community in this age and in the age to come; for you live 
and reign with the Father and the Holy Spirit, one God, now and forever. 

All AMEN! 
 

Reader   We pray to you also for the forgiveness of our sins. 

All Most merciful God, we confess that we have sinned against you in 
thought, word, and deed, by what we have done, and by what we 
have left undone. We have not loved you with our whole heart; we 
have not loved our neighbors as ourselves. We are truly sorry and 
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we humbly repent. For the sake of your Son Jesus Christ, have 
mercy on us and forgive us; that we may delight in your will, and 
walk in your ways, to the glory of your Name.  AMEN! 

 
 

Celebrant Almighty God have mercy on you, forgive you all your sins through the 
grace of Jesus Christ, strengthen you in all goodness, and by the 
power of the Holy Spirit keep you in eternal life.

Celebrant Let us join in prayer for all those who have celebrated or will be 
celebrating their birthdays. 

All O God, our times are in your hand: Look with favor, we pray, on 
your servants as they begin another year. Grant that they may grow 
in wisdom and grace, and strengthen their trust in your goodness 
all the days of their life; through Jesus Christ our Lord.  AMEN! 

 

Celebrant Let us join in prayer for all those who have celebrated or will be 
celebrating their anniversaries. 

All O God, you teach us through the example of Jesus that love is the 
fulfilment of the Law; help those couples celebrating anniversaries 
to persevere in love, to grow in mutual understanding, and to 
deepen their trust in each other; that in wisdom, patience and 
courage, their life together may be a source of happiness to all with 
whom they share it.
