e Langley Federal Credit Union finalized the purchase of the lot across Route 17 from the
Gloucester Business Park.
e The former SunTrust Bank building on Main Street has been purchased and an event
venue is being planned by the new owner.

The following businesses have recently opened / will soon be opening their doors:

e Slammin Sammy’s Diner has opened in the former Pizza Hut building at Gloucester
Point. The new owner has completed renovations to the interior and exterior of the
building.

e Gloucester Pancake House recently opened in the former Sutton’s Restaurant building
off Main Street.
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e Fiorello’s Italian Restaurant is locating in the former Wild Horse Café location at White
Marsh Shopping Center.

“This is all good news, and I’'m so pleased to report all the activity going on in our business
community,” Spring said. “Gloucester’s unemployment rate is declining, and our businesses are
flourishing.
