They will all be assigned a number 

and when their number is called they will pull up to the entrance and their meals will be loaded in their car by 

other volunteers.  Unfortunately there will only be CONTACTLESS delivery of the meals to recipients by leaving 

them outside of the recipients’ doors, knocking on the door and then leaving.
