We 

recognize the One who was dead as he comes to life in us. 

People: Christ is risen, risen indeed!  Alleluia! 

Reader #5: And all who encounter the Risen One whether gently roused by the sunrise 

or surprised by the sudden burst of joy will join the Resurrection celebration. 

ALL: Alleluia! Christ is risen, risen indeed!
