Virtual Tribal Nations Training

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The Center for Domestic Preparedness (CDP) will host a series of virtual training courses in support of our Tribal Nations Training Plan from March 22 – April 30, 2021. This  training will be provided by the CDP, partners of the National Domestic Preparedness Consortium (NDPC) and the Rural Domestic Preparedness Consortium (RDPC). Our training is completely funded for state, local, tribal and territorial emergency responders. The list of classes and additional information for this training is listed below.

All personnel who work in an emergency response capacity and are affiliated with one or more Tribal Nations, Indian Health Service (IHS) and those who work directly with Tribal Nations are authorized to participate.
Crisis Management for School-Based Incidents: Partnering Rural Law Enforcement, First Responders and Local School Systems (AWR-148) (RDPC) – 
Dates/Time: April 5-6, 2021 / 0900-1300 Central Time
Students: Maximum 60
Overview: This eight-hour awareness-level course for school administrators and emergency responders will educate rural law enforcement personnel as well as school administrators and staff to effectively respond to an emergency involving a school building or an entire school system. The training will provide representatives of rural law enforcement departments with a foundation of knowledge and skills that will enable them to progressively establish a school-based emergency response plan and crisis management team through information sharing and training.

Site Protection through Observational Techniques (AWR-219-C) (NCBRT) –
Date/Time: April 20, 2021 / 0900-1300 Central Time
Students: Maximum 100
Overview: This four-hour course for emergency responders, security professionals, security support staff, and the public must work together to identify suspicious objects, substances, and people. This course trains public safety personnel to improve their observational techniques by using a four-step ongoing screening process that includes increasing protective awareness, identifying preoperational behaviors, evaluating, and taking action. Participants will use fictional scenarios to examine each step of the process. At the end of this course, participants will be able to better recognize, communicate, and act upon suspicious behaviors that could indicate a terrorist attack.

Mass Fatalities Planning & Response for Rural Communities (AWR-232) (RDPC) - 
Date/Time: April 13-14, 2021 / 0900-1300 Central Time
Students: Maximum 60 

Overview: This eight-hour awareness-level, instructor-led course is designed to prepare rural first responders and officials with the basic knowledge, skills and abilities to manage a mass fatality incident impacting their jurisdiction. Target audience includes first responders, coroners/medical examiners, public health officials, and others with responsibilities during a mass fatality incident. Issues addressed include establishing roles and responsibilities, assets management, remains processing and identification, diversity issues and development of a mass fatality plan that affect the construct of a mass fatality response.

Framework for Healthcare Emergency Management (AWR-900) (CDP) - 
Date/Time: March 22 – April 1, 2021 (Monday thru Thursday each week) / 1100-1500 Central Time 
Students: 30
Overview: Framework for Healthcare Emergency Management (FRAME) is a four-day course designed for personnel who are responsible for the development, implementation, maintenance, and administration of emergency management programs and plans for healthcare facilities and/or systems (e.g., hospitals, clinics, or community health centers). Functional areas addressed in this course include an overview of relevant standards, regulations, and organizations; integration with agencies and stakeholders; the Incident Command System (ICS) as it applies to healthcare; plans and the planning process; facility and personnel preparedness; exercises and training; and surge and related mass casualty issues (including patient care and/or ethics, evacuation, public affairs, and risk communications), recovery, and finances/reimbursement.

Social Media Platforms for Disaster Management (PER-304) (NDPTC) - 
Date/Time: April 26-27, 2021 / 1100-1500 Central Time
Students: Maximum 40
Overview: This course focuses on the use of social media in disaster preparedness, response, and recovery.  Social media has shown to help people communicate and collaborate about events as the events unfold.  Social media can provide rapid and immediate real-time information about events that helps provide greater situational awareness leading to better decision making.  Participants are provided with the knowledge and skills to integrate social media into their current communication plans. The course defines social media and its uses and identifies the tools, methods, and models to properly make use of social media in the context of disaster management and provides the information and hands-on experience necessary to help the participants’ create social media disaster plans.
Target Audience/Discipline: Emergency Management, Government Administrative, Information Technology, Public Safety Communications, Private Sector/Corporate Security and Safety Professionals, Citizen/Community Volunteer

Surface Transportation Emergency Preparedness and Security – Senior Officials (PER-331) (SERTC)– 
Date/Time: April 15, 2021 / 1100-1500 Central Time 
Students: Maximum 25
Overview: The STEPS-SR course offers an executive level introduction to the roles and responsibilities of preparedness, prevention, and response to emergencies involving surface transportation freight and passenger systems. This course will provide a clear overview of freight and passenger system threats facing jurisdictions/organizations of public and private officials and the organizational structure that must be implemented according to the NRF in an incident. There will be special emphasis on National Special Security Events (NSSE’s).

Executives will learn to identify threats and vulnerabilities of freight (including flammable/combustible liquid transportation) and passenger system operations within their jurisdictions/organizations, learn to recognize and prioritize the importance of facility and conveyance hardening, receive familiarization with the NIMS/NRF to prioritize organizational immediate actions and response operations, and learn how to develop and apply management/planning tools for flammable/combustible liquids incidents and counter Improvised Explosive Devices (IED) operations and evacuations.

Overview: Customized (MGT-324C) (NCBRT) - The goal of this course is to assist the campus community and the neighboring jurisdiction in developing the necessary decision-making skills to prevent, protect, mitigate the effects of, respond to, and recover from a an active shooter situation or other campus emergency. 

The course consists of small, problem-based, integrated group activities that require a coordinated, integrated approach to solve. Through a tabletop scenario, course participants will observe a developing active shooter incident and respond in a manner consistent with currently established campus and jurisdictional emergency operations procedures.

This course is customized for an eight-hour presentation. It was designed with an emphasis on active shooter situations at school campuses, including K-12 schools, community colleges, colleges, and universities.

Overview: This four-hour course will help you learn about and use the most common Incident Command System (ICS) forms. The course will prepare you to work with the ICS Forms used in the Incident Command Planning process to assist in the development of an Incident Action Plan (IAP).

You will be introduced to the forms and will practice how to develop and write effective objectives to manage an expanding all-hazards incident. The course will allow you to learn and experience the benefits of using the forms in responding to emergencies or managing planned events.

Access and Functional Needs Preparedness Planning for Rural Communities (MGT-403) (RDPC) - 
Date/Time: April 21-22, 2021 / 0900-1300 Central Time
Students: Maximum 50
Overview: This eight-hour planning and management-level course is delivered in two 4-hour Zoom sessions. The course is designed to assist in preparing communities to meet the assistance and safety needs of older adults, and people with access and functional needs during a crisis event in rural communities using an approach with the Department of Homeland Security’s (DHS) Whole Community initiative. Due to the expected diverse student population, general information regarding crisis planning and response (incident command system (ICS), National Incident Management System (NIMS), etc.) will be discussed, flowing into a narrower discussion regarding the needs and care issues of older adults. Included in the discussion are short- and long-term care, pet care, medication, and the need for durable medical equipment and healthcare. The issue of individuals from assisted-living and nursing homes will be emphasized in lessons learned from various disasters.

Overview: This is an eight-hour course. Effective whole community planning requires a collaborative and engaging team of stakeholders representing residents, nonprofit, government, private sector, and emergency management officials. This level of engagement is crucial to enhancing community preparedness. The whole community engagement concept will promote Community Resilience through enhancing the recognition, understanding, communication of, and planning for hazardous material risks in the community and systematically aligning resources and preparedness activities to quickly recover from an incident.
