8:30 am - 9:00 am  Registration & Team Picture 
Pick-up Event Punch Cards, sign-up for the Ouabache Olympiad Events, and pose for a team picture. Meet 

at Lakeside Shelter.  
 

9:00 am – 9:30 am  Run/Walk 
Beginning at Lakeside Shelter, walk or run the one-mile distance around manmade Kunkel Lake. Make sure to 

have your Event Card punched at Lakeside Shelter when you are finished!  

Individuals running in the Bison 5K Stampede @ 8:30 am to benefit the Friends of Ouabache State Park may 

count that run as part of the Olympiad requirements.  
 

9:30 am – 11:00 am ** Archery (9:30 am - 10:15 am) and Air Rifle Shooting (10:15 am - 11:00 am) 
Ready, aim, shoot! Can you hit the bullseye? Meet at Lakeside Shelter under the DNR tent. Event cards will be 

punched after you shoot. 
 

11:00 am – 11:45 am Swimming 
Take a dive, make a splash on the slide, or swim a couple laps at the Pool. Pool entrance fee is waived 

between 11:00 am and 12:00 pm if participating in the Olympiad. Get your Event Card punched when you 

exit the Pool! 
 

12:00 pm – 12:45 pm Cycling 
Bike Ouabache’s own Paved Bike Trail beginning at the entrance south of the Campground. When you arrive 

at the Main Gate, get your Olympiad Event Card punched.  
 

1:00 pm – 2:30 pm  Basketball, Tennis, and Volleyball 
Meet by the pool between the three courts to find out which family/group will be your opponent(s). Games 

will be quick enough to get-in all three sports if you are trying for the Gold! Cards will be punched at the end 

of each game. 
 

3:00 pm – 4:00 pm  Canoeing 
Meet at the Boathouse for a life jacket and paddle. You must canoe out                                                                                  

to and around the island for this event. Cards will be punched when                                                                                              

you make it back to shore!  
 

4:00 pm – 4:30 pm  Hiking

Park: hiking around the Bison Pen. Get your Event Card punched at  

the Bison Pen Shelter when you finish.

Meet back at Lakeside Shelter for family/group awards and the  

closing ceremony to conclude the 5th Annual Ouabache Olympiad  

at Ouabache State Park.
