The Lessons 
A Reading from the First Book of Samuel 17: 57-18:5, 10-16 
 

On David’s return from killing the Philistine, Abner took him and brought him before Saul, 
with the head of the Philistine in his hand. Saul said to him, “Whose son are you, young man?” And 
David answered, “I am the son of your servant Jesse the Bethlehemite.” 

 

When David had finished speaking to Saul, the soul of Jonathan was bound to the soul of 
David, and Jonathan loved him as his own soul. Saul took him that day and would not let him return 
to his father’s house. Then Jonathan made a covenant with David, because he loved him as his own 
soul. Jonathan stripped himself of the robe that he was wearing, and gave it to David, and his armor, 
and even his sword and his bow and his belt. David went out and was successful wherever Saul sent 
him; as a result, Saul set him over the army. And all the people, even the servants of Saul, approved. 

 

The next day an evil spirit from God rushed upon Saul, and he raved within his house, while 
David was playing the lyre, as he did day by day. Saul had his spear in his hand; and Saul threw the 
spear, for he thought, “I will pin David to the wall.” But David eluded him twice. 

 

Saul was afraid of David, because the Lord was with him but had departed from Saul. So Saul 
removed him from his presence, and made him a commander of a thousand; and David marched out 
and came in, leading the army. David had success in all his undertakings; for the Lord was with him. 
When Saul saw that he had great success, he stood in awe of him. But all Israel and Judah loved 
David; for it was he who marched out and came in leading them.

The Epistle 
A Reading from St. Paul’s Second Letter to the Corinthians 6:1-13 
 

As we work together with Christ, we urge you also not to accept the grace of God in vain.  
For he says, 
 

 “At an acceptable time I have listened to you, 
   and on a day of salvation I have helped you.” 
 

See, now is the acceptable time; see, now is the day of salvation! We are putting no obstacle in 
anyone's way, so that no fault may be found with our ministry, but as servants of God we have 
commended ourselves in every way: through great endurance, in afflictions, hardships, calamities, 
beatings, imprisonments, riots, labors, sleepless nights, hunger; by purity, knowledge, patience, 
kindness, holiness of spirit, genuine love, truthful speech, and the power of God; with the weapons 
of righteousness for the right hand and for the left; in honor and dishonor, in ill repute and good 
repute. We are treated as impostors, and yet are true; as unknown, and yet are well known; as dying, 
and see-- we are alive; as punished, and yet not killed; as sorrowful, yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet 
making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing everything. 
 

We have spoken frankly to you Corinthians; our heart is wide open to you. There is no restriction in 
our affections, but only in yours. In return-- I speak as to children-- open wide your hearts also.

When evening had come, Jesus said to his disciples, “Let us go across to the other side.” And leaving 
the crowd behind, they took him with them in the boat, just as he was. Other boats were with him. A 
great windstorm arose, and the waves beat into the boat, so that the boat was already being swamped. 
But he was in the stern, asleep on the cushion; and they woke him up and said to him, “Teacher, do 
you not care that we are perishing?” He woke up and rebuked the wind, and said to the sea, “Peace! 
Be still!” Then the wind ceased, and there was a dead calm. He said to them, “Why are you afraid? 
Have you still no faith?” And they were filled with great awe and said to one another, “Who then is 
this, that even the wind and the sea obey him?”

  The people remain standing. The Celebrant, whether bishop or priest, faces them and sings or says 
   

      Celebrant   The Lord be with you. 
      People And also with you. 
      Celebrant    Lift up your hearts. 
      People We lift them to the Lord. 
      Celebrant Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.  
      People It is right to give God thanks and praise. 
            
 
 



 
Celebrant   It is right, and a good and joyful thing, always and everywhere to give thanks to you, 

Father Almighty, Creator of heaven and earth. 

  

Here a Proper Preface is sung or said on all Sundays, and on other occasions as appointed. 
Then, facing the Holy Table, the Celebrant proceeds 
 

Therefore we praise you, joining our voices with Angels and Archangels and with all the company of 
heaven, who for ever sing this hymn to proclaim the glory of your Name: 
 

  Holy, Holy, Holy Lord, God of power and might, 
      heaven and earth are full of your glory. 
       Hosanna in the highest. 
  Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord. 
       Hosanna in the highest. 

 
 

          

The people stand or kneel. Then the Celebrant continues 
 

Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you made us 
for yourself, and, when we had fallen into sin and become 
subject to evil and death, you, in your mercy, sent Jesus Christ,  
your only and eternal Son, to share our human nature,  
to live and die as one of us, to reconcile us to you,  
the God and Father of all. 
He stretched out his arms upon the cross, and offered himself, 
in obedience to your will, a perfect sacrifice for the whole world. 
 
At the following words concerning the bread, the Celebrant is to hold it or lay a hand upon it; and at the words concerning the cup, to hold or place a 
hand upon the cup and any other vessel containing wine to be consecrated. 
 

On the night he was handed over to suffering and death, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; 
and when he had given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, and said,  
"Take, eat: This is my Body, which is given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me." 
 

After supper he took the cup of wine; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, and said, 
"Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is poured out for you 
and for all for the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance of me." 
 

Therefore we proclaim the mystery of faith: 
 

 Celebrant and People 
 Christ has died. 
 Christ is risen. 
 Christ will come again. 
 

The Celebrant continues 
We celebrate the memorial of our redemption, O Father, in this sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving. 
Recalling his death, resurrection, and ascension, we offer you these gifts. 
Sanctify them by your Holy Spirit to be for your people the Body and Blood of your Son,  
the holy food and drink of new and unending life in him. Sanctify us also that we may faithfully 
receive this holy Sacrament, and serve you in unity, constancy, and peace;  
and at the last day bring us with all your saints into the joy of your eternal kingdom. 
 

 



 
All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ: By him, and with him, and in him,  
in the unity of the Holy Spirit all honor and glory is yours, Almighty God, now and for ever.  
Amen 
 

And now, as our Savior Christ has taught us, we are bold to say,  
People and Celebrant   

 

Our Father who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name,  
thy kingdom come, thy will be done, on earth as it is in heaven.   
Give us this day our daily bread. Forgive us our trespasses  
as we forgive those who trespass against us.   
And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil.  
For thine is the kingdom, the power, and the glory forever and ever. Amen. 

 

The Breaking of the Bread 
The Celebrant breaks the consecrated Bread.  A period of silence is kept.  
 

[Alleluia.] Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us; 
Therefore let us keep the feast. [Alleluia.] 

 

Facing the people, the Celebrant says the following Invitation 
These are the gifts of God and we are the people of God. Take them in remembrance that Christ 
died for you and feed on him in your hearts by faith, with thanksgiving. 
 

All are welcome to come to the table for Communion or to receive a blessing. 
Gluten-free wafers are available. 

 

The ministers receive the Sacrament in both kinds, and then immediately deliver it to the people, saying: 
 The Body of Christ, the bread of heaven. [Amen.] 
 The Blood of Christ, the cup of salvation. [Amen.] 
 

After Communion, the Celebrant says 
Let us pray 
 

Celebrant and People 
Eternal God, heavenly Father,  
you have graciously accepted us as living members  
of your Son our Savior Jesus Christ,  
and you have fed us with spiritual food  
in the Sacrament of his Body and Blood.  
Send us now into the world in peace,   
and grant us strength and courage to love and serve you  
with gladness and singleness of heart;  
through Christ our Lord.  Amen
