Almighty God, the fountain of all wisdom, you know our necessities before we ask and our ignorance 
in asking: Have compassion on our weakness, and mercifully give us those things which for our 
unworthiness we dare not, and for our blindness we cannot ask; through the worthiness of your Son 
Jesus Christ our Lord, who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for 
ever. Amen. 
 

The Lessons 
A Reading from the Second Book of Samuel 7:1-14a 
 

When the king was settled in his house, and the Lord had given him rest from all his enemies 
around him, the king said to the prophet Nathan, “See now, I am living in a house of cedar, but the 
ark of God stays in a tent.” Nathan said to the king, “Go, do all that you have in mind; for the Lord 
is with you.” 

 

But that same night the word of the Lord came to Nathan: Go and tell my servant David: 
Thus says the Lord: Are you the one to build me a house to live in? I have not lived in a house since 
the day I brought up the people of Israel from Egypt to this day, but I have been moving about in a 
tent and a tabernacle. Wherever I have moved about among all the people of Israel, did I ever speak a 
word with any of the tribal leaders of Israel, whom I commanded to shepherd my people Israel, 
saying, “Why have you not built me a house of cedar?” Now therefore thus you shall say to my 
servant David: Thus says the Lord of hosts: I took you from the pasture, from following the sheep to 
be prince over my people Israel; and I have been with you wherever you went, and have cut off all 
your enemies from before you; and I will make for you a great name, like the name of the great ones 
of the earth. And I will appoint a place for my people Israel and will plant them, so that they may live 
in their own place, and be disturbed no more; and evildoers shall afflict them no more, as formerly, 
from the time that I appointed judges over my people Israel; and I will give you rest from all your 
enemies. Moreover the Lord declares to you that the Lord will make you a house. When your days 
are fulfilled and you lie down with your ancestors, I will raise up your offspring after you, who shall 
come forth from your body, and I will establish his kingdom. He shall build a house for my name, 
and I will establish the throne of his kingdom forever. I will be a father to him, and he shall be a son 
to me.

Psalm 89:20-37  (Please read aloud responsively by whole verse. The lector will begin.) 
 

20 I have found David my servant;  
with my holy oil have I anointed him. 

21 My hand will hold him fast * 
and my arm will make him strong. 



22 No enemy shall deceive him,  
nor any wicked man bring him down. 

23 I will crush his foes before him  
and strike down those who hate him. 

24 My faithfulness and love shall be with him,  
and he shall be victorious through my Name. 

25 I shall make his dominion extend  
from the Great Sea to the River. 

26 He will say to me, 'You are my Father,  
my God, and the rock of my salvation.' 

27 I will make him my firstborn  
and higher than the kings of the earth. 

28 I will keep my love for him for ever,  
and my covenant will stand firm for him. 

29 I will establish his line for ever  
and his throne as the days of heaven."

The Epistle 
A Reading from St. Paul’s Second Letter to the Ephesians 2:11-22 
 

Remember that at one time you Gentiles by birth, called “the uncircumcision” by those who are 
called “the circumcision” —a physical circumcision made in the flesh by human hands— remember 
that you were at that time without Christ, being aliens from the commonwealth of Israel, and 
strangers to the covenants of promise, having no hope and without God in the world. But now in 
Christ Jesus you who once were far off have been brought near by the blood of Christ. For he is our 
peace; in his flesh he has made both groups into one and has broken down the dividing wall, that is, 
the hostility between us. He has abolished the law with its commandments and ordinances,  



 
that he might create in himself one new humanity in place of the two, thus making peace,  
and might reconcile both groups to God in one body through the cross, thus putting to death  
that hostility through it. So he came and proclaimed peace to you who were far off and peace 
to those who were near; for through him both of us have access in one Spirit to the Father. So then 
you are no longer strangers and aliens, but you are citizens with the saints and also members of the 
household of God, built upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets, with Christ Jesus himself 
as the cornerstone. In him the whole structure is joined together and grows into a holy temple in the 
Lord; in whom you also are built together spiritually into a dwelling place for God.

The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Mark 6:30-34, 53-56 
 Glory to you, Lord Christ 
The apostles gathered around Jesus, and told him all that they had done and taught. He said to them, 
“Come away to a deserted place all by yourselves and rest a while.” For many were coming and going, 
and they had no leisure even to eat. And they went away in the boat to a deserted place by 
themselves. Now many saw them going and recognized them, and they hurried there on foot from all 
the towns and arrived ahead of them. As he went ashore, he saw a great crowd; and he had 
compassion for them, because they were like sheep without a shepherd; and he began to teach them 
many things. 
 

When they had crossed over, they came to land at Gennesaret and moored the boat. When they got 
out of the boat, people at once recognized him, and rushed about that whole region and began to 
bring the sick on mats to wherever they heard he was. And wherever he went, into villages or cities or 
farms, they laid the sick in the marketplaces, and begged him that they might touch even the fringe of 
his cloak; and all who touched it were healed.

  The people remain standing. The Celebrant, whether bishop or priest, faces them and sings or says 
   

      Celebrant   The Lord be with you. 
      People And also with you. 
      Celebrant    Lift up your hearts. 
      People We lift them to the Lord. 
      Celebrant Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.  
      People It is right to give God thanks and praise. 
 

Then, facing the Holy Table, the Celebrant proceeds 
It is truly right, and good and joyful, to give you thanks, all-holy God, source of life  
and fountain of mercy.  
 

You have filled us and all creation with your blessing and fed us with your constant love; you have 
redeemed us in Jesus Christ and knit us into one body. Through your Spirit you replenish us  
and call us to fullness of life. 
 

Therefore, joining with Angels and Archangels and with the faithful of every generation, 
we lift our voices with all creation as we say:  
 

  Holy, Holy, Holy Lord, God of power and might, 
      heaven and earth are full of your glory. 
       Hosanna in the highest. 
  Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord. 
       Hosanna in the highest. 
 

Blessed are you, gracious God, creator of the universe and giver of life. You formed us in your own 
image and called us to dwell in your infinite love.  You gave the world into our care that we might be 
your faithful stewards and show forth your bountiful grace.  
 



 

But we failed to honor your image in one another and in ourselves; we would not see your goodness 
in the world around us; and so we violated your creation, abused one another, and rejected your love. 
Yet you never ceased to care for us, and prepared the way of salvation for all people.  
 

Through Abraham and Sarah you called us into covenant with you. You delivered us from slavery, 
sustained us in the wilderness, and raised up prophets to renew your promise of salvation. Then, in 
the fullness of time, you sent your eternal Word, made mortal flesh in Jesus. Born into the human 
family, and dwelling among us, he revealed your glory. Giving himself freely to death on the cross, he 
triumphed over evil, opening the way of freedom and life. 
 

At the following words concerning the bread, the Celebrant is to hold it, or lay a hand upon it; and at the words concerning the 
cup, to hold or place a hand upon the cup and any other vessel containing wine to be consecrated. 
 

On the night before he died for us, Our Savior Jesus Christ took bread, 
and when he had given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his friends, and said: 
“Take, eat: This is my Body which is given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me.” 
 

As supper was ending, Jesus took the cup of wine, and when he had given thanks, 
he gave it to them, and said: “Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, 
which is poured out for you and for all for the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, 
do this for the remembrance of me.” 
 

Therefore we proclaim the mystery of faith: 
Celebrant and People 
 Christ has died. 
 Christ is risen. 
 Christ will come again. 
 

The Celebrant continues 
Remembering his death and resurrection, we now present to you from your creation this bread  
and this wine. By your Holy Spirit may they be for us the Body and Blood of our Savior Jesus Christ. 
Grant that we who share these gifts may be filled with the Holy Spirit and live as Christ’s Body  
in the world. Bring us into the everlasting heritage of your daughters and sons, that with  
all your saints, past, present, and yet to come, we may praise your Name for ever. 
 

Through Christ and with Christ and in Christ, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, to you be honor, 
glory, and praise, for ever and ever. AMEN 
 

And now, as our Savior Christ has taught us, we are bold to say,  
People and Celebrant   

 

Our Father who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name,  
thy kingdom come, thy will be done, on earth as it is in heaven.   
Give us this day our daily bread. Forgive us our trespasses  
as we forgive those who trespass against us.   
And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil.  
For thine is the kingdom, the power, and the glory forever and ever. Amen. 

 

  



 
The Breaking of the Bread 
The Celebrant breaks the consecrated Bread.  A period of silence is kept.  
 

[Alleluia.] Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us; 
Therefore let us keep the feast. [Alleluia.] 

 

Facing the people, the Celebrant says the following Invitation 
These are the gifts of God and we are the people of God. Take them in remembrance that Christ 
died for you and feed on him in your hearts by faith, with thanksgiving. 
 

All are welcome to come to the table for Communion or to receive a blessing. 
Gluten-free wafers are available. 

 

The ministers receive the Sacrament in both kinds, and then immediately deliver it to the people, saying: 

 The Body of Christ, the bread of heaven. [Amen.] 
 The Blood of Christ, the cup of salvation. [Amen.] 
 

 
After Communion, the Celebrant says

we thank you for feeding us with the spiritual food 
of the most precious Body and Blood of your Son our Savior Jesus Christ;
