The Lessons
A Reading from the Book of the Prophet Jeremiah 23:1-6

Woe to the shepherds who destroy and scatter the sheep of my pasture! says the Lord. Therefore
thus says the Lord, the God of Israel, concerning the shepherds who shepherd my people: It is you
who have scattered my flock, and have driven them away, and you have not attended to them.

So [ will attend to you for your evil doings, says the Lord. Then I myself will gather the remnant

The Epistle
A Reading from St. Paul’s Second Letter to the Colossians 1:11-20

Now we command you, beloved, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, to keep away from believers
who are living in idleness and not according to the tradition that they received from us.

For you yourselves know how you ought to imitate us; we were not idle when we were with you,
and we did not eat anyone's bread without paying for it; but with toil and labor we worked

night and day, so that we might not burden any of you. This was not because we do not have

that right, but in order to give you an example to imitate. For even when we were with you,

we gave you this command: Anyone unwilling to work should not eat. For we hear that some of you
are living in idleness, mere busybodies, not doing any work. Now such persons we command

and exhort in the Lord Jesus Christ to do their work quietly and to earn their own living.

Brothers and sisters, do not be weary in doing what is right.

The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Luke 23:33-43
Glory to you, Lord Christ

When they came to the place that is called The Skull, they crucified Jesus there with the criminals,
one on his right and one on his left. Then Jesus said, "Father, forgive them; for they do not know
what they are doing." And they cast lots to divide his clothing. The people stood by, watching Jesus
on the cross; but the leaders scoffed at him, saying, "He saved others; let him save himself if he is the
Messiah of God, his chosen one!" The soldiers also mocked him, coming up and offering him sour

wine, and saying, "If you are the King of the Jews, save yourself!" There was also an inscription over
him, "This is the King of the Jews."



One of the criminals who were hanged there kept deriding him and saying, "Are you not the
Messiah? Save yourself and us!" But the other rebuked him, saying, "Do you not fear God, since you
are under the same sentence of condemnation? And we indeed have been condemned justly, for we
are getting what we deserve for our deeds, but this man has done nothing wrong." Then he said,
"Jesus, remember me when you come into your kingdom." He replied, "Truly I tell you, today you will

be with me in Paradise."
