Celebrant We wait in the darkness, O God, for the coming of your Christ 
People  A light no darkness can overcome 
Celebrant We long, O God, for the coming of your reign 
People  Let us walk in the light of your promise 
 

   The people walking in darkness have seen a great light.  
   On those living in a pitch-dark land, light has dawned. - Isaiah 9:2 
 

Celebrant As we light the first two candles of the Advent wreath,  
we welcome the prophets who shine your light in the world.  
Help us to get ready to welcome Jesus, once again. 

 

Trisagion  (recite three times) 
  Holy God, Holy and Mighty, Holy Immortal One, have mercy upon us. 

The Collect of the Day 
The celebrant says to the people

The Lessons 

A Reading from Baruch 5:1-9 
 

Take off the garment of your sorrow and affliction, O Jerusalem, 
and put on forever the beauty of the glory from God. 
 

Put on the robe of the righteousness that comes from God; 
put on your head the diadem of the glory of the Everlasting; 
for God will show your splendor everywhere under heaven. 
 

For God will give you evermore the name, 
"Righteous Peace, Godly Glory." 
 

Arise, O Jerusalem, stand upon the height; 
look toward the east, 
and see your children gathered from west and east 
at the word of the Holy One, 
rejoicing that God has remembered them. 
 

For they went out from you on foot, 
led away by their enemies; 
but God will bring them back to you, 
carried in glory, as on a royal throne. 
 

For God has ordered that every high mountain and the everlasting hills be made low 
and the valleys filled up, to make level ground, 
so that Israel may walk safely in the glory of God. 
 

The woods and every fragrant tree 
have shaded Israel at God's command. 
 

For God will lead Israel with joy, 
in the light of his glory, 
with the mercy and righteousness that come from him.

A Reading from St. Paul’s Letter to the Phillipians 1:3-11 
 

I thank my God every time I remember you, constantly praying with joy in every one of my 
prayers for all of you, because of your sharing in the gospel from the first day until now. I am 
confident of this, that the one who began a good work among you will bring it to completion by the 
day of Jesus Christ. It is right for me to think this way about all of you, because you hold me in your 
heart, for all of you share in God's grace with me, both in my imprisonment and in the defense and 
confirmation of the gospel. For God is my witness, how I long for all of you with the compassion of 
Christ Jesus. And this is my prayer, that your love may overflow more and more with knowledge and 
full insight to help you to determine what is best, so that in the day of Christ you may be pure and 
blameless, having produced the harvest of righteousness that comes through Jesus Christ for the glory 
and praise of God.

The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Luke 3:1-6 
 Glory to you, Lord Christ 
 

In the fifteenth year of the reign of Emperor Tiberius, when Pontius Pilate was governor of 
Judea, and Herod was ruler of Galilee, and his brother Philip ruler of the region of Ituraea and 
Trachonitis, and Lysanias ruler of Abilene, during the high priesthood of Annas and Caiaphas, the 
word of God came to John son of Zechariah in the wilderness. He went into all the region around 
the Jordan, proclaiming a baptism of repentance for the forgiveness of sins, as it is written in the

    We look for the resurrection of the dead, 
        and the life of the world to come.

The Holy Eucharist 

   

The Great Thanksgiving  
The people remain standing. The Celebrant faces them and sings or says 
   The Lord be with you. 
People  And also with you. 
Celebrant  Lift up your hearts. 
People  We lift them to the Lord. 
Celebrant  Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 
People  It is right to give God thanks and praise. 
 

The people stand or kneel. Then the Celebrant continues 
God of all power, Ruler of the Universe, you are worthy of glory and praise. 
 Glory to you for ever and ever. 
 

At your command all things came to be: the vast expanse of interstellar space, galaxies, suns,  
the planets in their courses, and this fragile earth, our island home. 
 By your will they were created and have their being. 
 

From the primal elements you brought forth the human race, and blessed us to bear your image  
in the world. You made us the rulers of creation. But we turned against you,  
and betrayed your trust; and we turned against one another. 
 Have mercy, Lord, for we are sinners in your sight. 
 

Again and again, you called us to return. Through prophets and sages you revealed your  
righteous Law. And in the fullness of time you sent your only Son, born of a woman,  
to fulfill your Law, to open for us the way of freedom and peace. 
 By his blood, he reconciled us. 
 By his wounds, we are healed. 
 

And therefore we praise you, joining with the heavenly chorus, with prophets, apostles, and martyrs, 
and with all those in every generation who have looked to you in hope, to proclaim with them  
your glory, in their unending hymn: 
 

Celebrant and People 
 Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of power and might 
 Heaven and earth are full of your glory,  

Hosanna in the highest. 
 Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord.  

Hosanna in the highest. 
 

The Celebrant continues 
And so, Father, we who have been redeemed by him, and made a new people by water and the Spirit, 
now bring before you these gifts. Sanctify them by your Holy Spirit to be the Body and Blood  
of Jesus Christ our Lord. 
 

  



 
At the following words concerning the bread, the Celebrant is to hold it, or lay a hand upon it, and at the words concerning the cup, 
to hold or place a hand upon the cup and any other vessel containing wine to be consecrated. 
 

On the night he was betrayed he took bread, said the blessing, broke the bread,  
and gave it to his friends, and said, "Take, eat: This is my Body, which is given for you.  
Do this for the remembrance of me." 
 

After supper, he took the cup of wine, gave thanks, and said, "Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood 
of the new Covenant, which is poured out for you and for all for the forgiveness of sin. Whenever 
you drink it, do this for the remembrance of me." 
 

Remembering now his work of redemption, and offering to you this sacrifice of thanksgiving, 
 We celebrate his death and resurrection, as we await the day of his coming. 
 

Lord God of our Fathers and Mothers: God of Abraham and Sarah, Isaac and Rebekah, Jacob, Leah 
and Rachel; God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ: Open our eyes to see your hand at work in the 
world about us. Deliver us from the presumption of coming to this Table for solace only, and not  
for strength; for pardon only, and not for renewal. Let the grace of this Holy Communion make us 
one body, one spirit in Christ, that we may worthily serve the world in his name. 
 Risen Lord, be known to us in the breaking of the Bread. 
 

Accept these prayers and praises, Father, through Jesus Christ our great High Priest, to whom, with 
you and the Holy Spirit, your Church gives honor, glory, and worship, 
from generation to generation. AMEN. 
 

And now, as our Savior Christ has taught us, we are bold to say,  
People and Celebrant   

 

Our Father who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name,  
   thy kingdom come, thy will be done, on earth as it is in heaven.   
Give us this day our daily bread. Forgive us our trespasses  
   as we forgive those who trespass against us.   
And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil.  
For thine is the kingdom, the power, and the glory forever and ever. Amen. 

 

The Breaking of the Bread 
The Celebrant breaks the consecrated Bread.  A period of silence is kept.  
 
Facing the people, the Celebrant says the following Invitation 

These are the gifts of God and we are the people of God.  
 

 All are welcome to come to the table for Communion or to receive a blessing. 
    Gluten-free wafers are available. 
 

The ministers receive the Sacrament in both kinds, and then immediately deliver it to the people, saying: 

The Body of Christ, the bread of heaven. [Amen.] 
The Blood of Christ, the cup of salvation. [Amen.] 

 

 

  



 
After Communion, the Celebrant says 
Let us pray.

God of abundance, 
you have fed us with the bread of life and cup of salvation; 
you have united us with Christ and one another;
