Titan
Run for Fun raised over $33,000. With that money raised, the administration purchased a sensory path
for our pre-school and grades 1-3, they plan to upgrade the Seton computer lab by adding memory and
replacing Windows 7 with Windows 10. They will also begin to replace out-dated ipads. Thank you to
everyone for all your support and dedication to our amazing school.

Our next event is Saturday, March 7th, 2020; SASEAS presents A Night in Monte Carlo. Along
with silent auctions, live auctions, dinner and drinks, there will be gambling, fun, and an evening without
children.
