This year, we have a second ask. Not since 2008 have we come together to dream big and take on major

projects that cannot be addressed by our annual budget. Your pledge to our capital campaign, payable over

three years, will enable us to rebuild our deteriorating steeple tower, restore our church bells, improve

access to the church for all, address safety requirements, relocate the SLPS playground, refurbish church

interiors, and grow our endowment to ease upkeep demands for future generations. As of December 15,

we have commitments of $7.1 million toward our primary goal of $9 million and our pipe organ stretch

goal of $10.5 million. It will take 100% participation of our Parish to reach these goals. Please join us!
