You can return to school after
your travel if:

You have no symptoms
You provide proof of a negative
COVID test after your return
(home test kits not allowed)

Stay home for 5 days
following your travel, and

Get tested for COVID 3-5
days after your travel.

You can return to school if:
5 days have passed since your
return from traveling
You have no symptoms
Provide proof of negative COVID
test (home test kits not allowed)

If you choose not to
get tested, stay

home for 10 days
following your travel.

Traveling domestically
Traveling

internationally or on a
cruise ship

You can return to school after
your travel if:

You have no symptoms.
Continue to monitor for
symptoms, and stay home if
you develop any symptoms.

You can return to school if:
You have no symptoms.
Provide proof of negative COVID
test 3-5 days after your travel
(home test kits not allowed).
Quarantining after your travel is
not required.
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
