Academic, Advocate and Poet Laureate
Beloved is a graduate of Emory University’s Clinical Pastor Education Counseling Program (2010), The Interdenominational Theological Center (2010), and St. Augustine’s University (2005). Nothing has been more important to her than education, as it began with her love for words and the beauty of academics given to her by her father.  
As a national domestic violence/sexual abuse, survivor and advocate, Beloved spent years overcoming a horrific childhood of abuses. She was a courtroom advocate with Turning Point in Monroe, North Carolina. Additionally, Beloved was a Shaw University Black Church Domestic Violence Keynote Speaker and InterAct of Wake County Domestic Violence Presenter in Raleigh, North Carolina. Through her lobbying and advocacy learned at North Carolina Coalition Against Domestic Violence (NCCADV), she facilitated the workshop: “Child Witness to Domestic Violence,” at the Generations Celebrating the Strength of Women, Biannual Conference. 
Dr. EB Palmer, founder of the African American Cultural Complex, prestigious award-winning North Carolina historian, named her Poet Laureate for his annual Celebration of Women. At Emory University School of Law on Human Sex Trafficking Summit, Beloved participated in artistic presentation on the outcomes of sexual abuse victims and the role it plays on women and people ensnared by human sex-trafficking, and its influence on law makers. The same year at Hank Stewart’s “White Linen Affair,” she was named first place poet, and was also featured on AIB’s television show “The IT Factor” with Hank Stewart. In 2016, Beloved made a major impact on foreign soil with a special invitation to Germany.
