Before Lent, people traditionally eat foods like pancakes made with eggs and butter because these were considered
“rich” ingredients that would be restricted during the Lenten season when some Christians abstain from animal products
like meat, eggs, and dairy, essentially “using up” these items before the fast begins; this practice is why Shrove Tuesday is
sometimes called “Fat Tuesday.” While we don't abstain from eggs, butter, and milk... we do honor that tradition with our
Shrove Tuesday Pancake Supper followed by a family-friendly service. We will also burn the palms from last year for our
Ash Wednesday ashes. Please bring any palms you have. $10/person, $30/family.

If there is no resurrection of the dead, then Christ has not been raised; and if Christ has not been raised, then our
proclamation has been in vain and your faith has been in vain. We are even found to be misrepresenting God,
because we testified of God that he raised Christ--whom he did not raise if it is true that the dead are not raised.

If Christ has not been raised, your faith is futile and
you are still in your sins. Then those also who have died in Christ have perished. If for this life only we have hoped
in Christ, we are of all people most to be pitied.
