 Please arrive at the Cathedral in work / athletic clothes. Our first activity will be a

e Hard soled work shoes or sturdy tennis shoes

TECH POLICY

Students are permitted to bring their cell phones. Additional tech devices, such as gaming
consoles, laptops, iPads, etc. are not permitted. Cell phone use will be monitored and
managed at the discretion of chaperones. Cell phone use will be restricted in accordance
with Pilgrimage programming and activities. If abused, a student's cell phone may be
confiscated, protected in a lock-box and returned at the conclusion of the event. In the event
of a confiscated cell phone, the documented parent or guardian will be notified. Simply put,
we ask for youth to be respectful with cell phone use and to honor the spirit of Pilgrimage
programming, when cell phone use may be inappropriate.
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
