DEPARTURE AND ARRIVAL TIMES. You should arrive at 5:30 for
boarding. The boat will leave at 6:00 pm. No need to get there way early
as we cannot start boarding till 5:30.

This is going to be a very fun event as it has been the last three years. Below
are a number of useful factoids, requirements, and requests. If you are
bringing a guest please share this email with them. Guys - Let your wives
read it as well! It's stuff they want to know about (trust me on this).

WEATHER FORECAST - At the moment everything looks great é but
honestly it is too early to really know. In the past, at this same time of the
year, it has usually been in the 75-80 degree range with a nice breeze. | will
be keeping a close eye on the weather as we move forward and will keep you
advised.

NO REFUNDS - This is a NO REFUND trip unless the weather is bad and the
ship cannot sail, in which case we will try and reschedule or give you a refund.
Bottom line: we have paid for everyone in advance.

THE BOAT_LEAVES AT 6:00 SHARP. ARRIVE BY 5:30 - This is pretty self-
explanatory. We can hold the boat for a few minutes, but not very long. You
will need to leave plenty of time to get there, park and board. It is also around
"rush hour" in Stamford and on 1-95 so give yourself sufficient time. Give

Food and Beverages - As stated in our advertising we will have beer and
water on board. If you have a particular soft drink that you prefer, please
bring it. If you are particular about your wine, feel free to bring your favorite.

We will have "lite bite" finger food type appetizers (but not dinner). You are
also welcome to bring your own food/drink or food to share if you like. No
"Hard" liquor allowed. Most everyone was quite happy with the drink/food
selection on the last cruise. No drinking glasses made out of "glass"
please. We will have plastic glasses and plates for everyone.

Some information
applies to public sailings but because we are chartering the whole boat, some
answers are a bit different, but most apply.

Directions - The address for the Schooner Soundwaters is 200

Southfield Avenue, (not Street) Stamford, Conn. The schooner is

located within Boccuzzi Park_ which is where you enter. The address for
the park is also 200 Southfield Ave. It is a left off of Southfield Avenue into the
park. There is a sign for the park. If you pass the children's playground you
have gone too far. Enter into the park and follow the driveway down toward the
water and to the left as far as you can go.

Your GPS may tell you to get off of I-95 at either Exit 6 or Exit 7, either will
work. You do want to make sure that you Do Not Enter "SoundWaters" into
your GPS as they have an administrative building in a different location from
the boat.

Parking - There is plenty of easy parking. Once you enter Boccuzzi Park you
drive straight a very short distance. Just follow the road as far as you can

go. Go to the far left in the parking lot and you will see the arch-like entrance.
It is a short walk from the parking area to the dock/boat entry. The
SoundWaters crew will meet us and provide parking stickers for our cars and
provide help with supplies or anyone who needs assistance.

Try and Time Your Arrival for 5:30 pm. Make sure to leave enough time to
get there. Try to be there at 5:30. As you know at that time of day 1-95 can be
very busy so leave enough time.

Bathroom facilities - There is only a small, utilitarian bathroom on

the boat which is a little difficult to access down a ladder. It is advised to the
extent possible to "go before you go." There is a nice restroom in the new
SoundWaters/Harbor building as you enter the grounds. Making a stop there
is always a good idea and then drive on down to the boat area.

Captain of the Boat - The Captain of the SoundWaters is "Mike or VG" for
this Cruise. He will make all the decisions with regard to our sailing
itinerary. We are guaranteed to be back promptly at 8:00 pm
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Weather Forecast - . | will keep a close eye on the forecasts as we get closer
to the date. The final go/no go decision is made on the day of the sail by the
SoundWaters Captain. Last year, on one cruise, weather looked kind of bad
everyday until the day of the cruise, when it turned beautiful. You never know
so don't get too worried. | will update you as we get close and be in contact
the day of. | have a direct link to the Captain. SoundWaters makes every
effort to sail and on "iffy" days may not make a decision until the afternoon of
the sail.

Gratuity - Bring some cash. It is always nice to leave the Captain and the
crew a tip at the end of the cruise. The crew is all made up of college girls
who have this as a summer job and live on the boat. | recommend leaving
$5.00 per passenger, but feel free to leave more.
