AUTHORITY  
In accordance with Section 15.026 of the Wakulla County Code, the County has created a HARDSHIP ASSISTANCE PROGRAM to help residential property owners, who meet the eligibility criteria, by removing the Solid Waste and Fire Services Assessments from the 2026 tax bill.  This year the Solid Waste Assessment is $214, and the Fire Services Assessment is $263 per dwelling. 
REQUIRED INFORMATION

To apply for Hardship Assistance under the Fiscal Year 2025-2026 Solid Waste and Fire Services Special Assessment Program, the applicant must file with the County this application, under oath, which provides the following required information necessary to qualify for hardship assistance:
(1) 
The applicant must be the owner of the residential property, and the property must have a homestead exemption status pursuant to Chapter 196, F.S. 
(2) 
The total gross income of all lawful occupants of the property shall be less than or equal to 30% of the 2025 Income Limits Documentation System established by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development, as adjusted for family size (see chart below):

APPROVAL PROCEDURE

Eligibility for hardship assistance will be submitted to the County Administrator and a determination will be based upon the attached information. The County Administrator may adjust any Fire Service Assessment and/or Solid Waste Service Assessment imposed for the Fiscal Year beginning October 1, 2025, upon a parcel of residential property whose owner timely and satisfactorily demonstrates by affidavit that the criteria are met.
