Emily's Place

Commitment Level - Short and Long Term, varies by role

Emily’s Place provides long-term housing that is critical for helping domestic violence
survivors permanently escape abuse. It is the “bridge” from a shelter, which typically allows
women a safe place for 30 to 90 days, of independent living, free of the barriers preventing
them from achieving self-sufficiency away from their abusers. The mission is to break the
cycle of abuse through transformational care that seeks to restore faith, hope, and health.

There is an immediate need for patient advocates, especially those that can communicate in
multiple languages, to counsel women through their options. The next training is scheduled
for September 231, 24% 30, and October 1%, 2022 (Fridays 6:30-9:30 pm, Saturdays 9 am-2
pm, two days of the work will be virtual /self-paced).
