e Saturday weekend rehearsals will only be scheduled, as needed, the week before upcoming competitions and
performances.

e Summer Requirement — Ensemble dancers are required to attend one full four-day JU Summer Intensive session.
e Optional ensemble classes will be offered, at a discounted rate, in the styles of Ballet, Musical Theater, and Acro.
