_____   1) Dam Committee.  
The purpose of the dam committee shall be to routinely monitor the status of the dams and their watercourses 
(spillway and fishway). The duties of the dam committee shall be (a) regular inspection of dams for 
maintenance issues following CT DEEP Dam Safety guidelines and (b) addressing maintenance needs. 

_____   2) Membership Committee:  
The purpose of the membership committee shall be to build support for LHVA and increase membership. (a) 
introducing new residents to the LHVA and our mission; 

______  3) Outreach and Education Committee.  
The purpose of the outreach and education committee shall be civic engagement to promote water-wise 
healthy behaviors for residents and visitors. The duties of the outreach and education committee shall be: (a) 
providing new residents with useful information about healthy water behaviors. 

______  4) Water Quality Committee.  
The purpose of the water quality committee shall be to monitor the waters of Long and Bush Pond and be a 
resource for the public to contact with concerns. The duties of the water quality committee shall be: (a) 
working with CT DEEP Water Quality, submitting data for the Lake Observer program, and (b) surveying for 
evidence of hydrilla, cyanobacteria blooms, or other invasive plants or animals.
