

Scott Robertson Memorial by the Numbers
· 39th Event
· May 19th, 20th & 21st
· Our first qualifiers were held on April 29th. Tom Robertson hosted a qualifier at his home club, Quail Creek Country Club in Naples, FL. He hosted 28 participants in the Boys 15-18 division, 13 in the Girls 15-18 divisions and 3 in the Boys 14 and under division. (Only 4 spots were awarded.)
· Our first Roanoke qualifier was held April 29th at Roanoke Country Club, with 90 participants between the Boys 15-18, Boys 14 & Under, Girls 15-18 divisions and Girls 14 & Under.  (Only 14 advanced on to the tournament.)
· On April 7th, the US Challenge Cup held a qualifier for us at Montaup Country Club in Portsmouth, RI, for the Boys 14 and under division and the Boys 15-18 division and they hosted a total of 106 players. (One young man advanced into the Boys 14 and under field and 2 advanced into the Boys 15-18 division.)
· Our final qualifier, at Roanoke Country Club, will be held on May 17th and we expect around 60 participants. (5 spots will be awarded in the Boys 15-18 division and 1 spot in the Girls 15-18 Division)
· So in case you are not keeping count, we will have had 4 qualifiers in 3 states with 300 participants! 236 qualifiers for only 27 spots into the Scott Robertson Memorial tournament field.
· There will be 165 participants in the 2023 field, (before the May 17th qualifier) coming from 32 different states, representing 11 countries.  (Canada, Cayman Islands, China, Czech Republic, Hong Kong, Iceland, Israel, Mexico, South Korea, Ukraine and Uzbekistan)
· Over 500 applications received for only 165 spots.
· 12 girls in the Girls 14 and under division.
· 39 girls in the Girls 15-18 division. 
· 24 boys in the Boys 14 and under division. 
· 90 boys in the Boys 15-18 division. 
· 17 of the top 100 nationally ranked junior boys in the Boys 15-18 Division.
· 18 of the top 100 nationally ranked junior girls in the Girls 15-18 Division.
· On average, over 30 college golf coaches attended the Scott Robertson Memorial to follow and recruit participants. 
· In 2022 the Girls 15-18 field was ranked 10th in the nation for its strength of field (out of 209 nationally ranked events), and the boys 15-18 field was ranked 17th (out of 211 nationally ranked events).
· Lowest Boys 15-18 division 18 hole score – 63; This happened 3 times in our history: Austin Eckroat, OK (2015), Ben Balter -FL/MD (2012) and Brendon Todd, NC (2001). 
· Lowest Girls 15-18 division 18 hole score – 63: this is held by Shannon Brooks, VA in 2015.
· Lowest Boys 14 and under division score – 65: occurred in 2021, by Patmon Malcom from Alpharetta, GA.
· Lowest Girls 14 and under division score – 69: held by Meghan Khang of MA in 2011.
· Boy’s 15 – 18 tournament record is 197, a blistering 16 under par, set in 2015 by Austin Eckroat of Edmond, OK.
· Girl’s 15-18 tournament record is 197, also 16 under par, set in 2011 by Moriya Jutanugarn.	
· Least number of holes played – 27, in the 2018 weather shortened event. 
· Through 2019, over 2650 boys have participated in the SRM and over 846 girls have participated.  (This number does not include the qualifiers that played through the years, whose totals would be almost double.)
· The Scott Robertson Memorial has given over $200,000 in college scholarships over its first 20 years.  
· The Scott Robertson Memorial has given over $175,000 to help establish The First Tee of Roanoke Valley.
