GOSPEL Luke 16:19-31 
Deacon The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Luke. 
People  Glory to you, Lord Christ. 
Deacon Jesus said, “There was a rich man who was dressed in purple and fine 

linen and who feasted sumptuously every day. And at his gate lay a poor 
man named Lazarus, covered with sores, who longed to satisfy his 
hunger with what fell from the rich man’s table; even the dogs would 
come and lick his sores. The poor man died and was carried away by the 
angels to be with Abraham. The rich man also died and was buried. In 
Hades, where he was being tormented, he looked up and saw Abraham 
far away with Lazarus by his side. He called out, ‘Father Abraham, have 
mercy on me, and send Lazarus to dip the tip of his finger in water and 
cool my tongue; for I am in agony in these flames.’ But Abraham said, 
‘Child, remember that during your lifetime you received your good things, 
and Lazarus in like manner evil things; but now he is comforted here, and 
you are in agony. Besides all this, between you and us a great chasm has 
been fixed, so that those who might want to pass from here to you cannot 
do so, and no one can cross from there to us.’ He said, ‘Then, father, I 
beg you to send him to my father's house—for I have five brothers—that 
he may warn them, so that they will not also come into this place of 
torment.’

Priest It is truly right, and good and joyful, to give you thanks, all-holy God, Source 
of life and fountain of kindness. You have filled us and all creation with your 
blessing and fed us with your constant love; you have redeemed us in Christ 
and knit us into one body.  

People Through your Spirit, you replenish us and call us to fullness of life.  

Priest Therefore, joining with the faithful of every generation, we lift our voices with

Priest Through Abraham, Hagar, and Sarah you called us into covenant with you. 
You delivered us from slavery, sustained us in the wilderness, and raised up 
prophets to renew your promise of salvation.  
Then, in the fullness of time, you sent your eternal Word, made mortal flesh 
in Jesus. Born into the human family, and dwelling among us, he revealed 
your glory. Giving himself freely to live the life you called him to, he 
overcame death, opening the way of freedom and life.  

On the night before he died for us, our Savior Jesus Christ took bread, and 
when he had given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his friends, and 
said: “Take, eat: this is my Body which is given for you. Do this for the 
remembrance of me.”  

As supper was ending, Jesus took the cup of wine,  
and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, and said:  
“Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant,  
which is poured out for you and for all for the forgiveness of sins.  
Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance of me.”  

 Therefore we proclaim the mystery of faith:  

All  Christ has died. 
Christ is risen. 
Christ will come again.  

Priest  Remembering his death and resurrection, we now present to you from your 
creation this bread and this wine. By your Holy Spirit may they be for us the 
Body and Blood of our Savior Jesus Christ. Grant that we who share these 
gifts may be filled with the Holy Spirit and live as Christ’s Body in the world. 
Bring us into the everlasting heritage of those who’ve gone before us, that with 
Mary and all your saints, past, present, and yet to come, we may praise your 
Name for ever.  

 Through Christ and with Christ and in Christ, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, to 
you be honor, glory, and praise, for ever and ever. Amen.
