[bookmark: _GoBack]CHC's Mark Ross Award in Audiology (named for the winner of the President's Award) went to pediatric audiologist Anita Stein-Meyers, who provides hearing testing, hearing aid fittings, and other services in rural Nicaragua on a voluntary basis.
 
The program also included three scholarships awards for students with hearing loss. The two college-bound recipients were Charles Gilman, a talented musician who will attend Northeastern University, where he will major in music industry; and Harendra Udurawana, who is part of the CHC Florida youth force. He has been accepted to Gallaudet University, where he plans to major in information technology.
 
Chimaza Heavens Ihegboro, the 9-year-old recipient of the Young Scholar Award, read his book, My Story of Overcoming Hearing Loss. The concluding lines: "Before I got cochlear implants, I could not hear or speak. Now I can hear so much. I have not let hearing loss stop me. Instead I think of it as a driving force that motivates me to do my best."
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
