Have you ever seen a mustard seed? The mustard seed is one of the smallest of all 

seeds. We hear Jesus talk about faith as small as a mustard seed in today’s Gospel 

reading. He says, “If you had faith even as small as a mustard seed, you could say 

to this mulberry tree, ‘May you be uprooted and be planted in the sea,’ and it would 

obey you!” Wow! Jesus is saying that God is so powerful that if our faith is even as 

small as a tiny seed, then we can still do incredible things with His power. Jesus 

didn’t say someone with the faith of a mustard seed can move trees to the sea so 

that a bunch of people would start uprooting trees. He was teaching us that when 

we believe in God, that faith, even just a little bit of it, is enough to do great 

things. Why? Because what happens doesn’t depend on us, but instead on God. God 

has the power to do anything, and God is for us, so we can trust in whatever He 

does in our lives.
