Next Steps for Parents  
*Create your parent account (or log-in if you created one last year)  at 
https://store.ignatiusbookfairs.com. Add your children to view their teacher's 
classroom page for book recommendations and your classroom wish lists. This is also 
where you can shop online. Instructions: 

1. Click “Sign Up”  

2. Click “Create an Account” then Choose your role  

3. Fill out your information: name, email, create password  

4. Add your child’s name  

5. Find your school with zip code (55103) and/or State. Click “search” and select your school  

6. Choose Classroom  

7. Confirm  

8. Click “Get Started” or click “Add another child”  

*Watch for your child's wish list to come home the evening of Tuesday, March 3 after 
they preview the fair. Decide which books you would like your child to purchase and 
send cash, check (blank checks are best! Made out to: Saint Agnes School) or credit card 
info back to school on Wednesday, March 4. If a book on your child's list is out of stock, it will 

be ordered and shipped to the school for free in about two weeks time. *Shop online anytime (Easter is 
coming!) and consider sending the above link to family and friends! All online purchases earn 20-40% 
back for Saint Agnes. Orders made during the fair (for your family or your teacher) will ship to the 

school for free. Orders made at other times will ship to your home for free with $15+ purchase. *If you 
prefer to shop in person, come to the Shopping times listed above (all in person sales 
earn credit too!).
