Chaplain Dr. Lemuel M. Boyles (retired Colonel, United States Air Force), 82, 

minister of 64 years and mentor and friend to many around the world, passed away 

January 27, 2017. 

Lem was best known for his 28 years as an Air Force chaplain, for his devotion to 

growing the military chaplaincy, as New Mexico’s Bishop for the Pentecostal 

Church of God, as a senior’s pastor for the Legacy Church of Albuquerque and as 

an author, husband and father.
