Breakfast and lunch will be provided by the school district at no cost. A form has been e-mailed to families and a final count will be given
to the district on Friday morning. If your child’s form is not submitted, they will not be able to receive meals.

Toys from home are not allowed at this
time. Electronics will be allowed this summer, but only during certain times of the day which will be clearly marked on the schedule.
