Students enrolled full-time in a post-secondary program resulting in
either a certificate of completion or an Associate or Bachelor degree are eligible
to apply for the scholarship.

YPI will distribute $10,000 in Scholarships in 2021. Amounts per student vary,
based on the number of quality applicants received. Renewal scholarships will be
considered for students in good standing in their chosen educational program.

Applicants must be:

¢ A Rhode Island high school graduate (or a high school student graduating
in the spring/summer of 2021), under the age of twenty-four, and

e Enrolled (or planning to enroll) full-time in a post-secondary technical
training program, two or four year college; and either

o Identify as LGBTQ+, or
o Beraised in an LGBTQ+ household, and

o Have a substantial history of activism in support of the rights of
LGBTQ+ individuals and families.
