	The Breastfeeding Coordinator provides breastfeeding education and support to women enrolled in the WIC Program, under the direction and supervision of the WIC Breastfeeding Counselor.

DUTIES: 
· Counsels WIC prenatal and breastfeeding women through individual counseling, group support and telephone/email.

· Helps women prevent and handle common breastfeeding concerns within scope of practice.

· Refers mothers to other sources of support according to local agency protocol and scope of practice.

· Receives referrals for and follows up on WIC participants interested or unsure about breastfeeding.

· Maintains accurate records of all contacts made with WIC participants.

· Attends Loving Support through Peer Counseling training and adheres to Loving Support curricula.

· Completes peer counselor skills checklist with breastfeeding coordinator prior to counseling participants alone.

· Provides support for local agency staff during counseling sessions with pregnant and breastfeeding mothers at WIC.

· Reads breastfeeding books, educational materials, and self-study modules as assigned.

· Assists WIC staff in promoting the breastfeeding peer counseling program and attends outreach opportunities.

· Issues electric and manual breast pumps per distribution policy. 
· Performs pump follow up and tracking procedures.

· Meets with the breastfeeding coordinator to review performance, cases and goals.
· Perform other duties as assigned by supervisor or as required by WIC program.

· High school diploma or G.E.D.

· Enthusiastic about breastfeeding and wants to help other mothers enjoy their breastfeeding experience.

· Exclusively breastfed at least one baby for 6 months, within the past 4 years.
