Chapter 8-06
FACILITIES DRESS CODE

POLICY

Dress attire that is appropriate for a Country Club community is required for all Cottonwood Palo Verde
facilities and amenities. A clean and neat appearance is expected.

The dress code applies to all Sun Lakes Homeowners, Guests, Visitors, Renters and children over the age of
12.

Men are required to wear collared shirts (turtle necks, mock turtle necks and blade collars are acceptable) in
the Palo Verde Dining Room

PROHIBITED Attire for Cottonwood Palo Verde facilities and amenities (exceptions can be made during
banquets or special events):

Palo Verde Dining Room:

Denim wear with holes exposing skin

Exposing tops

Tank tops

Sleeveless shirts and T-shirts for men (children 12 and under may wear
t-shirts; men may wear turtle necks, mock turtle necks and blade collars)

Shorts, skirts or dresses shorter than mid-thigh

Skorts

Visors, golf and baseball hats

Swimwear with or without cover-ups
(covered swimwear allowed for ordering/picking up take-out orders)

Cottonwood Bar & Grill, Palo Verde Lounge, banquet facilities and restaurant patios:
Denim wear with holes exposing skin
Exposing tops
Sleeveless shirts for men
Obscene shirts
Shorts, skirts, or dresses shorter than mid-thigh
Swimwear with or without cover-ups
(covered swimwear allowed for ordering/picking up take-out orders)

Please remember that this is a country club and all patrons are expected to present themselves in a well-
respected manner. It is the responsibility of the homeowner to inform guests of the policy.

Decisions regarding questionable attire will be made at the discretion of Facilities Management.
