Major Milestones Ahead
The handicap parking east of the Cottonwood Pool
construction site has been relocated further east,
parallel to the walkway. Thank you for your continued
patience.

We’re excited to share that we’ve received the
required permit and passed our building inspection
—allowing major construction to move forward.

Upcoming Milestones:

April 7 – Floor Pour
Work begins early, with the first cement truck arriving
shortly after 4:00 AM. Expect heavy activity, including
23–25 trucks. A flagger will be on-site to direct traffic.

April 8 – Wall Construction
Crews will begin forming and pouring the pool walls,
with 16–18 trucks expected.

Once the pool shell is complete, additional trades will
begin work on site.

April 14 – Coordination Meeting
Shasta Pools and Natural Exteriors will align
schedules for the next phases.

Furniture and shade structures have also been
ordered.

While we know there’s excitement around the
opening, a confirmed date will be shared once final
milestones are completed.
