Not Permitted
• Tank tops (non-athletic), halter tops, sweatpants, gym shorts
• Cut-offs, torn, or excessively worn clothing
• Clothing that is excessively revealing or contains inappropriate language/graphics

• Standard golf attire is expected, including:
     o Golf shirts or appropriate athletic tops

     o Golf or approved athletic footwear
