WHAT MAKES THE YMCA
PRESCHOOL PROGRAM UNIQUE?

Our preschool program is state licensed with qualified teachers and 
offers preschool education to children ages 33 months to 5 years. We 
strive to provide an enriching early childhood experience, centering on 
the emotional, social, physical, self-help and academic development of 
a child. Our daily routine includes free play through structured and 
unstructured activities which include art and science projects, large and 
small motor exercises, stories and music, group time, individual project 
work and character development activities. We also focus on a student’s 
overall health and well-being with an emphasis on educating students 
with tools to make healthy choices in their lives. Each student 
enrolled in our preschool receives a session of swimming lessons 
at no additional cost. Additionally, our indoor playground and wood 
gym provides opportunities for students to move their bodies daily.
