The Lessons 
2 Samuel 11:26-12:13a 
When the wife of Uriah heard that her husband was dead, she made lamentation for him. When the  
mourning was over, David sent and brought her to his house, and she became his wife, and bore him a 
son. 
But the thing that David had done displeased the Lord, and the Lord sent Nathan to David. He came to 
him, and said to him, “There were two men in a certain city, the one rich and the other poor. The rich 
man had very many flocks and herds; but the poor man had nothing but one little ewe lamb, which he 
had bought. He brought it up, and it grew up with him and with his children; it used to eat of his meager 
fare, and drink from his cup, and lie in his bosom, and it was like a daughter to him. Now there came a 
traveler to the rich man, and he was loath to take one of his own flock or herd to prepare for the wayfarer 
who had come to him, but he took the poor man’s lamb, and prepared that for the guest who had come 
to him.” Then David’s anger was greatly kindled against the man. He said to Nathan, “As the Lord lives, 
the man who has done this deserves to die; he shall restore the lamb fourfold, because he did this thing, 
and because he had no pity.” 
Nathan said to David, “You are the man! Thus says the Lord, the God of Israel: I anointed you king over 
Israel, and I rescued you from the hand of Saul; I gave you your master’s house, and your master’s wives 
into your bosom, and gave you the house of Israel and of Judah; and if that had been too little, I would 
have added as much more. Why have you despised the word of the Lord, to do what is evil in his sight? 
You have struck down Uriah the Hittite with the sword, and have taken his wife to be your wife, and have 
killed him with the sword of the Ammonites. Now therefore the sword shall never depart from your 
house, for you have despised me, and have taken the wife of Uriah the Hittite to be your wife. Thus says 
the Lord: I will raise up trouble against you from within your own house; and I will take your wives be-
fore your eyes, and give them to your neighbor, and he shall lie with your wives in the sight of this very 
sun. For you did it secretly; but I will do this thing before all Israel, and before the sun.” David said to 
Nathan, “I have sinned against the Lord.”

1 Have mercy on me, O God, according to your loving-kindness; * 
      in your great compassion blot out my offenses. 

2 Wash me through and through from my wickedness * 
      and cleanse me from my sin. 
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3 For I know my transgressions, * 
      and my sin is ever before me. 

4 Against you only have I sinned * 
      and done what is evil in your sight. 

5 And so you are justified when you speak * 
      and upright in your judgment.

Ephesians 4:1-16 

I therefore, the prisoner in the Lord, beg you to lead a life worthy of the calling to which you have been 
called, with all humility and gentleness, with patience, bearing with one another in love, making every  
effort to maintain the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace. There is one body and one Spirit, just as 
you were called to the one hope of your calling, one Lord, one faith, one baptism, one God and Father of 
all, who is above all and through all and in all. But each of us was given grace according to the measure of 
Christ's gift. Therefore it is said, "When he ascended on high he made captivity itself a captive; he gave 
gifts to his people." 

(When it says, "He ascended," what does it mean but that he had also descended into the lower parts of 
the earth? He who descended is the same one who ascended far above all the heavens, so that he might fill 
all things.) The gifts he gave were that some would be apostles, some prophets, some evangelists, some 
pastors and teachers, to equip the saints for the work of ministry, for building up the body of Christ, until 
all of us come to the unity of the faith and of the knowledge of the Son of God, to maturity, to the  
measure of the full stature of Christ. We must no longer be children, tossed to and fro and blown about 
by every wind of doctrine, by people's trickery, by their craftiness in deceitful scheming. But speaking the 
truth in love, we must grow up in every way into him who is the head, into Christ, from whom the whole 
body, joined and knit together by every ligament with which it is equipped, as each part is working  
properly, promotes the body's growth in building itself up in love.

Then the Celebrant asks the following questions of the candidates who can speak for themselves, and of the parents and god-

Question Do you renounce Satan and all the spiritual forces of wickedness that rebel against God? 
Answer I renounce them. 
Question Do you renounce the evil powers of this world which corrupt and destroy the creatures of 
  God? 
Answer I renounce them. 
Question Do you renounce all sinful desires that draw you from the love of God? 
Answer I renounce them. 
Question Do you turn to Jesus Christ and accept him as your Savior? 
Answer I do. 
Question Do you put your whole trust in his grace and love? 
Answer I do. 
Question Do you promise to follow and obey him as your Lord? 
Answer I do. 

The Baptismal Covenant

Thanksgiving over the Water 
The Celebrant blesses the water, first saying 
  The Lord be with you. 
People  And also with you. 
Celebrant Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 
People  It is right to give him thanks and praise. 
Celebrant 
We thank you, Almighty God, for the gift of water. Over it the Holy Spirit moved in the beginning of  
creation. Through it you led the children of Israel out of their bondage in Egypt into the land of promise. 
In it your Son Jesus received the baptism of John and was anointed by the Holy Spirit as the Messiah, the 
Christ, to lead us, through his death and resurrection, from the bondage of sin into everlasting life. 
We thank you, Father, for the water of Baptism. In it we are buried with Christ in his death. By it we 
share in his resurrection. Through it we are reborn by the Holy Spirit. Therefore in joyful obedience to 
your Son, we bring into his fellowship those who come to him in faith, baptizing them in the Name of the 
Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. 
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At the following words, the Celebrant touches the water 
Now sanctify this water, we pray you, by the power of your Holy Spirit, that those who here are cleansed 
from sin and born again may continue for ever in the risen life of Jesus Christ our Savior. To him, to you, 
and to the Holy Spirit, be all honor and glory, now and for ever. Amen. 
 
The Baptism 
Olivia Elizabeth., I baptize you in the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. Amen. 

When this action has been completed for all candidates, the Bishop or Priest, at a place in full sight of the congregation, 
prays over them, saying 

Let us pray. 
Heavenly Father, we thank you that by water and the Holy Spirit you have bestowed upon Olivia Eliza-
beth, your servant the forgiveness of sin, and have raised her to the new life of grace. Sustain her, O 
Lord, in your Holy Spirit. Give her an inquiring and discerning heart, the courage to will and to persevere, 
a spirit to know and to love you, and the gift of joy and wonder in all your works. Amen. 

Then the Bishop or Priest places a hand on the person's head, marking on the forehead the sign of the cross [using Chrism if 
desired] and saying to each one 

Olivia Elizabeth, you are sealed by the Holy Spirit in Baptism and marked as Christ's own for ever. Amen. 

When all have been baptized, the Celebrant says 
Let us welcome the newly baptized, Olivia Elizabeth. 

Celebrant and People 
We receive you into the household of God. Confess the faith of Christ crucified, proclaim his  
resurrection, and share with us in his eternal priesthood.
