ANNOUNCEMENTSé 
¶ President Dan advised that the Sale will not be opening as soon as many would like even 
though other facilities like the Salvation Army and Sharehouse are now open. He says we 
will not open until we are fully compliant with applicable MIOSHA regulations and we are as 
sure as we can be that we are not putting anyoneôs health at risk. In addition, certain physi-
cal changes to the building to protect the public and our volunteers, such as the installation 
of Plexiglas, are on-going. It is difficult to get contractors right now and some of our in-
house people cannot do the work because of their own or their family memberôs COVID 
risk factors. 

¶ Each individual wishing to enter the building to work on the sale will have to undergo a risk 
assessment. That means we will have to do about 300 risk assessments. Those who do 
not meet the requirements will not be able to enter the building but may be able to do some 
work from home. When we do reopen, we may only have paid staff working the dock. We 
are also entertaining the idea of setting up a shipping-type container in the parking lot for 
donors to drop things off. The container would be closed and locked for three days before it 
is unloaded. Per Dan, the township has approved this approach. He said it will likely be at 
least 30 days before we are able to accept donations.
