When will we gather together again at Uptown Church for worship?
o Sunday, June 14th, Lord willing
Should ‘High Risk’ individuals attend services?
o No. We recommend high-risk individuals follow CDC guidelines and remain
home.
Who is considered ‘High Risk’?
o See the CDC guidelines for current information description
o We also recommend that those who may pose a high risk of spreading the virus
due to occupational exposure consider remaining home as well.
How many services will we have and at what times?
o We will have services at 9am and 11am
Will the service still be Live Streamed?
o Yes, the 11am service will be live-streamed at 11 am (a change from the usual
10:30)
How many people will be allowed in each service?
o 100 total at each service, increasing as able
What about children? Can they attend the service?
o Children in 2nd grade or above may attend services.
Will there be Nursery or Children’s Ministry available?
o No, there will be NO Nursery or Children’s Ministry available.
Do | have to register to attend a service?
o Yes, we ask everyone to sign up on the church center app for 1 service.
When does registration open?
o Tuesday, June 9th for Sunday, June 14th
o Tuesday, June 16th for Sunday, June 21st
How will | know where to sit?
o For the first few weeks, you will be ushered to your seat like at a wedding
Will social distancing be observed? If so, how?
o Ushers will seat you/your family at least 6 feet from others already seated in the
sanctuary.
Will I have to wear a mask/face covering?
o Yes, we are asking everyone to wear a mask or face covering inside the building.
o You may bring your own, or we will provide disposable masks for you
What if | get light-headed or can’t keep my mask on?
o Please remove your mask and step outside
Will there be additional seating available elsewhere in the building?
o On June 14th, there will NOT be additional seating elsewhere. We will add space
if needed on June 21st.
Will we have Worship Guides?
o The Worship Guide will be posted on the Live Streaming page prior to Sunday.

o Additionally, deacons will wipe down surfaces between services
Will the restrooms be open?
o Yes. Social distancing and capacity will be self-monitored.
Will there be coffee and bagels?
o No.
Will we be singing?
o Yes. We will sing during worship.
When can | take my mask off?
o When you are outside the building, you may remove your mask.
