Fifty-four high school seniors were given the opportunity to continue their education
in 2023 with the support of the life-changing Evans College Incentive Program.

INTERNSHIPS

Internships help students clarify career goals, build professional networks, gain
valuable skills and experience, and ultimately lead to job placement. MPC facilitated
82 internship placements throughout the community in 2023, while the Foundation
paid $12,000 in stipends to ensure students with challenging economic circumstances
could participate in these valuable experiences.
