2025 CTK Ministry Initiatives
Refreshing our Mission Together through…

· Invigorating Membership Participation: Aim to have 50% of the congregation involved in at least one volunteer or fellowship activity.
· Increase committee/ task force engagement. 
· Equipping the Shepherds and members to engage and care for others.
· Traveling through Unchartered Waters by Investing in staff, training, resources to guide us in Adventures in Renewal.

· Deepening community Awareness and Presence: Telling God’s Story in the Community.
· Engage in community events and activities.
· Listening through presence in the community to know our neighbors and respond to needs.
· Stimulate Community Outreach.
· Investigate and Host community events at CTK.

· Immersing in Spiritual Renewal: Deepen connection to the Holy Spirit.
· Enhance Spiritual Formation: Increase participation in Bible study and small groups by 30%.
· Invest in training for lay leaders to increase Bible Study offerings.

· Invigorating Children and Youth Programs
· Support families through interactive, creative education and activities
· Invest in Family Education Leaders, supplies, workshops.

· Strengthening existing partnerships: such as All God’s Children, Reformation, Serenity Inn, Family Promise, and the Imbaseny Parish in Tanzania.

· Discerning CTK’s current financial position
· Through the formation of a risk analysis team.
· Consider mortgage reduction or pay-off options.
· Developing 5-year plan for regular property needs and refreshing the building.
