Father of compassion, God of all comfort (vs. 3)

He comforts us; we comfort others. (vs. 4)

As we suffer, so are we comforted. (vs. 5)

As we are comforted, so we comfort others. (vs. 6a)

Comfort enables us to patiently endure our mutual suffering. (vs. 6b)

We have hope—we know those who suffer like us will also be comforted like us. (vs. 7)
